How can joining a Physician’s Buying Group benefit my practice?  
Cumberland Pediatric Foundation (CPF) will benefit your practice through substantial savings on your vaccine purchases at no cost to you.  You will realize savings on the pediatric, adolescent and adult vaccines your practice needs to maintain your high standard of care.  This agreement also includes influenza vaccine and your TB skin tests.
Cumberland Pediatric Foundation has national contracts with Sanofi Pasteur and Merck, the two leading vaccine manufacturers in the United States. Other than Prevnar® (PCV7 manufactured by Wyeth Vaccines) all of your necessary pediatric, adult, and travel vaccines can be purchased with CPF’s savings from Sanofi Pasteur and Merck. Practices electing to join CPF’s national agreements, will benefit from favorable pricing, purchasing, and payment terms.

How do I purchase the vaccines I need?
You purchase directly from the manufacturers, Sanofi Pasteur and Merck.  Your purchases are shipped directly from the manufacturer to your practice. The manufacturers invoice your practice directly, with the payment terms outlined in the CPF contracts. Purchases can be made online from both Sanofi Pasteur and Merck.  Online purchases from Sanofi Pasteur may be eligible for additional manufacturer savings of up to 1% per order.  In addition, you may receive additional savings of 2% per order for payment within the terms of the CPF purchasing agreement.
What does it cost to join the CPF purchasing program?
THERE IS NO COST TO YOUR PRACTICE TO JOIN THE CPF VACCINE PROGRAM AS AN AFFILIATE MEMBER.   Cumberland Pediatric Foundation receives an Administrative Fee from both Sanofi Pasteur and Merck.  The administrative fees adequately covers the cost of negotiating and administering the contracts necessary for your practice to realize the savings on your vaccine purchases.

Yes.  CPF has a national contract with Sanofi Pasteur for Fluzone® vaccine.  Sanofi Pasteur has the broadest indication for influenza vaccine.  The Fluzone® product offered by Sanofi Pasteur is indicated for all of your patients.  The product indication for Fluzone® begins at 6 months of age.  By joining CPF you not only benefit from realizing savings on Fluzone® through the CPF agreement, but you may also be eligible for additional benefits and savings offered by Sanofi Pasteur.
